This is your 2007 or 2008 (circle year) Charitable Contribution Summary Worksheet.  You may recall that no deduction will be 
allowed for payments of $250 or more unless the charitable organization either provides a written acknowledgment to you or files 
an information return reporting the transaction with the IRS.  If you receive anything in return, it must be valued by the charitable 
organization.  Note that the substantiation rule applies to non-cash contributions, as well.  Under the new rules for cash 
contributions, you must have a bank record or written acknowledgement from the charity showing the name of the organization 
and the date and amount of the contribution.  In preparing your 2007 or 2008 returns, we ask that you provide us with such written 
acknowledgment and complete this summary worksheet. 
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
